Christians from any tradition are welcome to receive communion in the 
Episcopal Church. If you’d like to receive, please come forward to the altar 
when the priest indicates. You may choose to stand or kneel at the rail. To 
receive the bread, simply hold out your hands, palms up, one on top of the 
other. To receive the wine, you can either intinct (carefully dip) the bread into 
the shallow intinction cup, or you can assist a chalice bearer and take a small 
sip from a chalice. Also, know that communion in one kind (just the bread or 
wine) is sufficient. If you wish to participate but not receive, come forward to 
the altar rail and simply cross your arms over your chest to receive a blessing 
from the priest.

When they came to the place that is called The Skull, they crucified Jesus 
there with the criminals, one on his right and one on his left. Then Jesus said, 
"Father, forgive them; for they do not know what they are doing." And they 
cast lots to divide his clothing. The people stood by, watching Jesus on the 
cross; but the leaders scoffed at him, saying, "He saved others; let him save 
himself if he is the Messiah of God, his chosen one!" The soldiers also 
mocked him, coming up and offering him sour wine, and saying, "If you are 
the King of the Jews, save yourself!" There was also an inscription over him, 
"This is the King of the Jews."

Sermon Fr. Walton 
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Nicene Creed (All stand.)  
We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, 
of all that is, seen and unseen. We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only 
Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from 
Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with the 
Father. Through him all things were made. For us and for our salvation he 
came down from heaven: by the power of the Holy Spirit he became 
incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made man. For our sake he was 
crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the third 
day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven 
and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to 
judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. We believe 
in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father 
and the Son. With the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified. He 
has spoken through the Prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and 
apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. 
We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.
